Bush as vice chairman of the Committee for Purchase From People Who are Blind or Severely Disabled. The committee is an independent federal agency responsible for administering the Javits-Wagner-O’Day Act, a public law that directs the federal government to purchase certain products and services furnished by nonprofit agencies employing individuals who are blind or severely disabled. The committee directs $12 million annually to the Alabama Institute for Deaf and Blind’s Alabama Industries for the Blind.
