Frederick Williams, Sergeant First Class, Army (Ret.), joined Training Rehabilitation & Development Institute (TRDI) in early 2007, after retiring from more than 23 years of service. After sustaining major injuries from a suicide bomb attack, during Operation Iraqi Freedom, Williams joined the TRDI team. Williams currently serves as a Security Monitor under an AbilityOne contract awarded to TRDI at Ft. Hood, TX. In his present role, Williams currently monitors the airfields to ensure that they are secure for safe aircraft operation. 
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SPC Nathan S. Short, US Army (ret.)
Nathan Short, 27, joined the National Guard in 1999 and went active duty in 2000. He was sent to Iraq for Operation Iraqi Freedom and was severely injured in an accident with a Palletized Load System, or PLS Truck, while he was delivering supplies. He spent a month in intensive care and was lucky to survive. He got medical retirement from the Army in 2005 and now works on an AbilityOne contract through nonprofit agency Professional Contract Services, Incorporated. He lives in Mustang, Oklahoma with his wife and son.
